Results of in-house benefit and auction on October 16™

Thanks to everyone who attended the benefit. We had a high raffle ticket expense and so
the net amount raised was $862! Added on to our $1658 from our online auction, we
raised $2520.00 this fall! Our raffle was a success and learning experience. Although we
had to purchase the prizes, we were able to support the local business, Full Compass
Systems, and have already submitted a proposal to them for next year requesting a laptop
donation. The donated laptop will ensure that we have a more appealing raffle prize so
we have more fundraising capabilities. 91 raffle tickets were sold over three weeks - we
hope to quadruple these sales next year by selling the tickets four months in advance.

Article summaries

Bush, M. (1997) Methods of Capture, Handling and Anesthesia. In H. Harris (Ed.),
Wild Mammals in Captivity: Principles and Techniques (25-40). Chicago: The
University of Chicago Press.

Crystal summarized the article.

Abstract:

“All captive wildlife must at some time be handled for capture, restraint, and/or
anesthesia. The ability to perform these procedures safely is a basic component of
managing and delivering health care to a zoological collection. This chapter provides an
overview of procedures for safely capturing, restraining, and anesthetizing zoo mammals.
The general concepts involving facilities, management, and physical restraint remain
fairly constant over time. However, anesthetic drugs and associated techniques are
continually improving, so it is possible that some recommendations may soon become
outdated. For this reason, in-depth explanations of specific drugs and techniques are
minimized while procedural philosophy is emphasized” (p. 25)

FACILITIES AND MANAGEMENT:
“The most important factor governing success in animal handling is the animal facility.
Almost every mammal should be housed under conditions that allow shifting and crating
without the use of anesthesia.” (p. 25)

“Each animal should have a small holding area available (i.e., nest box, cage, stall, or
feeding and watering area) that can be occupied daily and, if necessary, be used for
confinement.” (p. 25)

PHYSICAL RESTRAINT:

“As a general rule, it is now safer to anesthetize than to restrain an animal prior to major
manipulative procedures. Physical restraint is used primarily for short-term, minor
procedures such as injections or collecting blood samples.” (p. 25)

LOCAL ANESTHESIA:

“Local anesthesia can be helpful in supplementing a light plane of general anesthesia,
thereby allowing localized painful procedures to be performed without increasing the
depth of general anesthesia. The usefulness of local anesthesia in a physically restrained
animal is limited since the stress and anxiety associated with restraint usually dictate the
need for general anesthesia. There are selected cases in which a local anesthetic can be
used, for example, in severely depressed animals in which locally invasive diagnostic or
treatment procedures are tolerated with only physical restraint” (p. 26)

GENERAL ANESTHESIA IN CAPTIVE MAMMALS:

“...before initiating painful procedures such as surgery, the animal’s response to stimuli
(i.e., toe pinch) must be evaluated to ensure that appropriate analgesia exists. In addition,
the drug’s analgesic effects must be understood and the appropriate drug chosen for each
procedure. For example, ketamine has minimal effects on visceral pain and thus is a poor
choice for major abdominal surgery.” (p. 26)



Pre-anesthesia Preparation:

“Fasting minimizes the amount of food and fluid in the stomach, and helps minimize
vomiting or regurgitation during the procedure. The duration of the fast is species-
dependent. Small animals with high metabolic rates (e.g., tamarins, shrews) need to have
food and water removed for only a few hours...” (p. 26)

“When possible the anesthetic is administered to an animal confined to a small enclosure,
an approach that usually decreases the amount of drug required and results in safer, more
consistent anesthetic episodes.” (p. 26)

“However, if the stress of separation and confinement outweighs the advantage of
1solation, it sometimes is more effective to administer the anesthetic to an animal within a
group maintained in a larger enclosure...” (p. 26)

Risks of Anesthesia:
“Captive wildlife, like their free-ranging counterparts, often mask clinical signs of illness.

An undetectable disease condition can markedly affect the type of dosage of anesthetic
needed.” (p. 26)

“Activity and excitement before and immediately after drug administration adds to
anesthesia risks and can cause injury during induction. An excited animal requires higher
initial or supplemental doses of anesthetic, which in turn can potenitate respiratory
depression.” (p. 26)

“Perhaps the hardest thing to do is to back off from a manipulative procedure, whether it
be with physical restraint or with drugs. Many complex procedures require extensive
coordination of people and equipment. Unless there is an emergency, if something is not
going right or if there is a factor that can be changed to enhance the success of the
procedure, the procedure should be stopped and rescheduled.” (p. 27)

Morgan summarized the article.
Chapter 4.3.1 - Feeding Enrichment, Primates:
1. Watermelons: Good for group-housed rhesus, cynos, bonnet, and stump-tailed
macaques.

o messy, but enjoyable
2. Pumpkins: Used with single-grouped housed rhesus and cynos

o good for foraging
3. Apples: used often in cages because have to go through many steps to get apple out of
feed container and into building
4. Cranberries seem enjoyable. No negative effects noticed with many species (such as
rhesus)
5. Raspberries: good summertime treat



o messy, leaves stains
6. Sugarcane makes for pleasant treat, which isn't too messy. Cut into 10cm long
segments. (used with baboons)
o sugarcane easily molds, keep cool
7. Corn on the cob: pick the corn with both teeth and fingers
o don't know if ingest the cob, but no health problems noted
8. Package up treats and wood shavings into plastic bottles, taped up boxes, or gloves.
Great opportunity to forage. Can also hide seeds in wood shavings on bottom of cage.
9. Hard boiled eggs, interesting foraging food
10. Commercial made foraging boards are nice
o don't use peanut butter, it's a mess and the primates don't like it that much
o instead: use cracked corn, white millet, whole wheat, sunflower seeds, and sweet
feed.
o try freezing the foraging boards with seeds and other items, animals have fun
picking the seeds and crunching on the ice.
11. For caged monkeys
o put biscuits on top of the cages rather than in feeders
